Requirements are that it
weighs 12 lbs or less, no muzzle brake, and must be
a factory, non-customized factory rifle. Single shot
target rifles like the XR-100 or new Savage F-Class
rifles are purpose built target guns and are
considered FTR or F-Open, depending on caliber.

Scopes, bipods, slings, and bags are acceptable. The
targets are our 300 and 500 m  bull's eye style
with a IMOA centre. This is a perfect place for the
Remington/Savage/Winchester crowd to see who's
gun the best-shooting]!

On the topic of new F-Class shooters, this year our
introductory clinic will take place in Mission. We
will alternate between the KTSA and Mission to
capture new shooters from both areas without
running the clinics too frequently.

The full-bore shooting community is ecstatic about
the KTSA 500 m range expansion. The Dominion of
Canada Rifle Association is in the process of
arranging the regional championships, and our new
range may create an excellent opportunity to profit
from the schedule by hosting this match.

4. Chief Range Officer Report

I have been asked to write a short note to explain a
couple of things. Just what are my duties and what
are the duties of members, especially regarding
guests. First off, as I see them, and as approved by
the club my duties are as follows.

The Chief Range Officer - CRO - is appointed by the
Club Executive and is responsible to the Executive
for the implementation of Range Standing Orders
and the certification of Club Range Officers. The
CRO presides at any safety meeting and approve all
range layouts for matches. Detailed CRO duties
include but are not limited to the following;:

1. Preparation and maintenance of Range Rules.

2. Certification of Club Range Officers.

3. Orientation training of new members and
instruction to old members needing instruction.

4. PAL training and co-ordination at club
facilities.

5. Senior Range Officer at club authorized fun
shoots.

6. Chief Range Officer at Club Public Relation
Shoots and Demonstrations.

7. Prepares safety bulletins for inclusion into Club
newsletter and finally.

8. Enforcer of Club Safety Rules!

As one can seg, this is a plateful. Some of these
duties have been picked up by other directors and
the Range Warden... So what are the
responsibilities of members Ranges and
Guests? The Club Safety Policy states

E " T

Any guest failing to obey the rules may be asked to

leave the facilities by any paid up member or Range
Officer. If a member or guests are ejected from a
range or facility the Executive has the power to
determine the penalties assessed against the
member and give notice that further such behavior
will not be tolerated. A letter to this effect will be
sent to the member. A note to this effect shall also
be entered in the Minutes of the Executive Meeting
at which the matter is discussed.

So this means that each member has
responsibilities. Furthermore, the guest - a one-
time privilege - should be under the direct
supervision of the sponsoring member. This does
not mean lend your key, or leave the guest
unattended. If the guest is not escorted then they
are there as a trespasser - pure and simple - and the
member leaving the facility unsecured may face
censure. The guest privilege is there as an
encouragement to take out membership.

So in closing, please read and heed, and don’t make
me go there!
