Matt has World Cup 
ranking, and as one of three youngest athletes for men’s 
Air Rifle ranking, sits at 133/179. Our Canadian team 
performed well, with some highs and lows in scores and 
outcomes. 

Shooting with world gold medallists puts a new 
perspective on competing and Matt feels he is ready to 
continue the path. However, he is looking forward to 
competing at the BC Provincials and having some fun 
with the sporting rifle and match rifle events. 

Matthew will continue to practice throughout the 
summer for the upcoming Nationals (after the 
Provincials and graduation), officiating at the BC 
Summer Games, and the North American Indigenous 
Games held in Cowichan in August. Matt will also try to 
earn a spot on the 2008 Youth Commonwealth Games 
Rifle team, which is held this October in Pune, India. 

Matt has been accepted to the University of Victoria for 
September, and will continue his coaching under the 
direction of Chantel Spicer. Matt would like to take this
