Some of our junior athletes have been competing at 
high levels, and Alysia Hampton has made the 
national rifle team.  She earned 3 spots on the 
National Team (one in all three events in which she 
competed).   Other junior members are training for 
the Canada Winter Games team tryouts.  They are 
all progressing very well.  Congrats to all and keep 
up the hard work! 

Don’t forget about the upcoming fun shoot 
organized by Ed Newberry.   This is a fun pistol 
silhouette shoot with a door prize of a new .22
